ACROSS THE ANDES  (Futaleufú) 

8 Nights

This program consists of 8 days of Adventure, divided into 2 days at Arelauquen Lodge Golf & Spa, Bariloche, Argentina; 3 days at El Yungue, Region X, Chile; and 3 days at Bahía Mala, Region XI, Chile. 

The adventure starts with raftings along the course of the Futaleufú until arriving at El Yungue, where you can take in different activities such as kayaking at the lake and horseback riding, and ends with navigation of the Palena River flowing into the Pacific Ocean, thus arriving at Bahía Mala, where the diversity of the environment gives you the possibility of performing different activities. Here, you have the option to explore marvelous places by kayak, on mountain bike, horseback or boat, always within sight of the Melimoyú Glacier. 

We will return to Arelauquen, although this program also gives you the possibility of arriving in and returning to the Chaitén (Chile) or Esquel (Argentina).

Other attractive proposal is to take the optional helicopter flight of this program, which will enable you to enjoy the adventure from a different point of view (Refer to the notes at the end of this document for the different alternatives and prices).

Day 1: 

· Arrival at Bariloche Airport.

· Transfer to Arelauquen Lodge Golf & Spa.

· Depending on the arrival time of your flight, we will have a free afternoon for performing different activities.

· Dinner and lodging.

Day 2: 

· After having breakfast, we will depart to the South to our next destination El Yungue, La Junta, Region X, Chile by vehicles. We will stop in El Bolsón, Esquel, and Trevelín during the course of our journey. After a short land section, we will arrive at customs to cross the border at “El Límite” Pass. After complying with a few simple customs formalities for entering Chile, we will arrive at the town of Futaleufú. 

Futaleufú is a tumultuous river cutting through forests painted by the hand of God, and it is one of the best rivers in the world for rafting as its rapids reach the highest level of difficulty for a navigable river. It also has the perfect combination of a good flow and clear waters (*this activity is optional). 

· Once rafting is finished, we will continue our journey to El Yungue. 

· Arrival at Lago Yungue lodge; the magnificence of the Chilean Andes on the banks of the Palena River, has the enchantment of your own private lake. Here, the immensity of the mountains provides a warm and cozy environment. The lodge itself on the Palena River has rustic features, placing it in another time, another era. With its typical Mapuche decor, the lodge blends into the landscape as one more natural element. The 200 hectares of Lake Yunque are characterized by its forests, with the typical wild vegetation of the virgin Valdiviana forest, which includes a variety of oak trees, such as “colihue”, “manio”, Chilean cypress and “caña quila”. 

· Dinner and lodging at El Yungue.

Day 3: 

· Breakfast.

· Day full of activities. During this day, you will be able to choose among kayaking at the lake, trekking, rafting, horseback riding or a combination of such activities on the different circuits surrounding the ranch.

· Dinner and lodging.

Day 4: 

· Breakfast.
· We will depart to Bahía Mala. Arrival at Bahía Mala is a complete adventure, or rather, a challenge. It cannot be accessed by land and it can only be reached by air or boat by Palena River to its mouth in the Pacific Ocean. An imposing and fascinating landscape. There, all geographical features are mixed; more than 4,000m of beaches with dunes; uninhabited islands, the virgin Arrayanes Forest and Valdiviana Forest with their waterfalls, freshwater and saltwater lakes, and to top it all off, the Melimoyú glacier.

Departure to Bahía Mala, by the Austral Road to La Junta (25km). After other 50km, we will take a motorboat to arrive half an hour later at the town of Raúl Marín Balmaceda, located at the mouth of Palena River on the Pacific Ocean. From there, once in the sea, we will have an hour of coast navigation through different straits and virgin, uninhabited islands. During the journey, we may also observe a large marine fauna, such as sea lions, dolphins and pelicans. You can substitute the motorboat for kayaking, mountain biking or horseback riding.

· Arrival at Bahía Mala, Region XI, Chile.
· Lunch and afternoon full of activities.
· Dinner and lodging.

Day 5: 

· Breakfast.

· Visit to the Melimoyú Glacier, including picnic/lunch at Lake Wet Wet. Trekking or horseback riding.

· Dinner and lodging.

Day 6: 

· Breakfast.

· Day full of activities such as kayaking the fjords, where you will be able to watch different marine birds, dolphins and sea lions.

· Lunch.

· Dinner and lodging. 

Day 7: 

· Breakfast. After which, we will depart in the morning to El Yungue.

· Arrival at El Yungue.

· Lunch.

· Activities.

· Dinner and lodging.

Day 8:

· After breakfast, we will resume our journey back to Bariloche.

· Arrival at Arelauquen Lodge Golf & Spa, late in the afternoon.

· Dinner and Lodging.

Activities that may be performed in each lodge

Arelauquen Lodge Golf & Spa: the advantage of this lodge is that it is close to Bariloche, Rio Negro and the lake district. Other advantage is all that is offered by the 700 hectares of the Arelauquen Golf & Country Club, such as all the activities that can be performed there including, the 18-hole golf course, the polo club, trekking, horseback riding, rappelling, tyrolese, mountain biking, and many others. The Lodge also has a small spa with a Jacuzzi and a heated pool, and offers helisking programs in winter, fly fishing and helifishing during the fishing season, with qualified guides and a private helicopter.

El Yungue, Region X, Chile: the activities that may be performed at the lodge are diverse and all of them with multiple routes; rafting the Palena and Futaleufú Rivers in duckies or rafts, horseback riding on the shore of the Palena River, trekking, navigation of the Palena River’s rapids to the Pacific Ocean, mountain biking on the Austral Road, fly fishing and helifishing during the fishing season with qualified guides and a private helicopter. 

Bahía Mala, Region XI, Chile: here, the landscape and nature give you the possibility of seeing beautiful postcard-like scenery. Horseback riding or trekking to the Melimoyú Volcano, excursions by boat to different beaches and getting direct contact with the seafood merchants. During navigation, we will be able to watch the native fauna; dolphins, sea lions, etc. We will also be able to enjoy diving, kayaking and jet skiing.

The program includes:

· All land transportation, according to the itinerary.

· Guide services from arrival to departure.

· 8-nights lodging.

· Laundry.

· Full board.

· Minimum of 4 passengers.

The program does not include:

· Any air ticket.

· Health Insurance.

· Rafting at Futaleufú.

· Personal Communications.

· Gratuity.

· Any additional transportation or trip extensions.
*Double base lodging at Arelauquen in mountain room. The stay at Arelauquen includes: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner and activities, such as trekking and mountain biking.
