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Adventure in Iguazú
4 Days- 3 Nights
The Iguazú National Park, a huge piece of rain forest, has a big diversity of flora and fauna. However, the main attraction is the world famous Iguazu Falls.

Day 1:

Meet at Iguazu Airport and transfer to the hotel, at the heart of the National Park. You can appreciate, going through footbridges and paths the magnificence of the falls. The excursion “The Great Adventure” combines the experience of the secrets of the jungle and the emotion of going into the falls on a speedboat. This ride is the perfect combination of navigations and forest. On all terrain 4 x 4 vehicles, we start the adventure covering 12 km on the misionera forest, watching and knowing different species of flora and fauna. When we arrive at Port Macuco, we will embark on speedboats and sail 12 km on the rapids of low Iguazu until getting on the Devil’s Throat Canyon. Then we will head to San Martin and Tres Mosqueteros jump to enjoy a shower at the Falls. We finally land in front of San Martin Island.

Overnight at the Sheraton International Hotel (Iguazu falls view)

Day 2:

Arrival to Iguazu and transfer to the lodge. Right after that, we leave in 4WD vehicles, across rainforest roads heading to the spectacular "Salto” (Joy Water Fall) in which we will appreciate its particular beauty, where we could take an unforgettable plunge to refresh ourselves in its natural pool of fresh and clear waters after a warm day by the forest. We’ll have tea in the "Salto” altogether in harmony with nature, in this magical and special place, coexisting with its flora and fauna. Going back, all ready in the lodge, we will have free time to walk across the footpaths or, to do some horseback riding through the forest or, to Mountain Bike or just to relax and rest. Finalizing the day, we will share an exquisite supper in the main cabin, participating in a pleasant chat with good company, and after dinner we’ll go to sleep under the catching and mysterious night sounds of the rainforest. 

Day 3:

After breakfast we go away in 4WD vehicles through earth and paved routes in direction to the spectacular "Saltos del Moconá" (Moconá Falls) where we’ll do some trekking through the provincial park of the same name, then we’ll get wet walking on submerged stones on the Uruguay river to reach the top of this magnificent jumps and admire the force of the landscape, respectfully honoring and preserving the environment and natural resources, coexisting with its exuberant flora and fauna. 

At noon we will take an appetizing country lunch in the "Provincial Park Moconá". 

Day 4:

After breakfast we go away horseback riding and by foot through the virgin rainforest, following a fresh water course towards an overwhelming natural waterfalls that we called "Tres Saltos” (Three Jumps) where we will be able to observe the exuberant flora and impressive millenarian araucarias of the Province of Misiones’ rainforest. After lunch transfer to the airport.

Important
The activities of DAY 3, are subject to the prevailing climatic conditions and the conditions of the access channels. In case of not being able to make the visit to the "Saltos del Moconá” (Moconá Falls), the following alternative program will be made:
Alternative Day 3: 

After breakfast we leave in 4WD vehicles to cross over the “Arroyo Alegría” (Joy Stream), we’ll go through the countryside to the little town of "Tobuna", a place forgotten in history, we’ll go by provincial consolidated earth ways, to finally arrive to the fantastic "Parque Provincial Piñalito" (Provincial Park Piñalito), where we’ll do some trekking through the mount to visit several jumps hidden in the thickness of the forest, respectfully honoring and preserving the environment and natural resources, coexisting with its exuberant flora and fauna. At noon we will take an appetizing country lunch in the "Parque Provincial Piñalito" After having lunch we will have free time to enjoy the swimming pool and the solarium or, to walk across the footpaths or, to do some horseback riding through the forest or, to mountain bike or, just to relax and rest. Averaging the afternoon we leave again for other imposing waterfall, the "Salto Piray Guazú"; first to admire it from its superior part, where we can also get refreshed with an unforgettable plunge within the backwaters previous to the jump and, to cross later walking it on submerged stones, descending through small grottos to contemplate it from its own stone bed. We’ll have tea at the "Piray Guazú" jump, altogether in friendship with the nature, in a wonderful place.

Lodging

Sheraton Hotel:  built facing the falls, it is the only hotel inside the National Park. From the lobby it takes 5 minutes walk through the jungle to the boardwalks and some of the secondary falls, like Two Sisters, San Martin and Bosseti. A short excursion takes you to the breathtaking Devil’s Throat, a 275 ft. fall, which is the second largest in the world and is oversized only by the Victoria Falls in Zimbabwe. 

Yacutinga lodge: The wood made lodges provide beautiful and comfortable accommodations with rustic details. One of the wood made cabins has a lodging capacity of 8 people, with 4 bedrooms, a living room, a daily dining room, a winter garden, a bathroom and a kitchen. The other lodge has a lodging capacity for 5 people and it has 2 bedrooms, a living dining room, a winter garden, a bathroom and a kitchen. It has a solarium decorated with plants, orchids and palms of the rainforest. The pool’s water is from a close by clear watercourse. It is fresh and runs 24 hours a day the 365 days of the year, with the help of battering rum, without using electricity nor engine of any kind.
